Trophies were awarded to Laithwaites (for the UK) and the Sydney Wine Academy (the International
Educator of the Year).

lan Harris thanked the WSET’s Corporate Patrons and sponsors, and added: "on behalf of all the 27,500
students who have taken a WSET program in the past 12 months, | would like to place on record my
gratitude to the entire WSET team, and also to the past, present and future Honorary Presidents of WSET
who make this ceremony such a prestigious event in the wine industry’s calendar”.

The incoming Honorary President of WSET, Jancis Robinson MW, concluded the proceedings by
congratulating lan and the WSET team on staging such a magnificent event, adding “I am looking forward
to taking Hugh'’s place next year, when | will meet the next group of WSET stars.”
