WSET has designed a two-day Tutor Training Workshop to help guarantee teaching-excellence by all tutors running WSET courses. This is part of a programme of initiatives to build on, and increasingly improve, the WSET’s standard of excellence across all of its business.

On 15 and 16 November fifteen tutors from around the world converged on the WSET’s head office at the International Wine & Spirit Centre, London Bridge to attend the Tutor Training Workshop. Here they were provided with the knowledge and skills to teach WSET qualifications to the standard delivered at the WSET School in London.

The first day entailed a session on teaching and learning delivered by a City and Guilds teacher trainer, an in-depth lesson on how to teach the WSET’s Systematic Approach to Tasting, delivered by David Wrigley MW, and a sample session for teaching the WSET Intermediate qualification. On day two the tutors had a chance to deliver their own micro-lesson, giving them a chance to receive constructive feedback from trained observers. Tutors also had an opportunity to experience a WSET Advanced session and become an Assessor for this qualification.

Of the fifteen attendees seven are based overseas, flying in from as far afield as China, Hong Kong and USA. David Wrigley, International Development Director for the Trust, commented: ‘This is increasing evidence of the worldwide popularity of the WSET qualifications, with so many tutors keen to take the time and effort to come to us in London to gain the training required by the Trust to teach in their countries. We are delighted to welcome such an impressive array of nationalities to our ever-growing band of educational partners.’
